Arpeggio
An arpeggio is a broken chord played in the same key signature as its major or minor scale.

To play an arpeggio, you will play the Root (R), 3rd, 5th and 8th notes of the scale.  For example if you were asked to play a C major arpeggio:
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A “C”major arpeggio would be:  C, E, G, C.  

When performing an arpeggio, play it in both ascending and descending order.
